The bees will invite me to play with them on

round green circles. I can stand up, or I can

remain seated.

6. The caterpillars

The caterpillar puppets will dance. They

will come close to me. The caterpillar

puppet can climb onto me, or I can say no

thank you.

7. The millipede

The actors will offer me colored sticks.

They will invite me to play music with I

can take a stick and make music, or I

can say no thank you.

The actors will show me a moon and its stars.

The light can come close to me, or I can say no

9. Didgeridoo

I will hear the didgeridoo instrument 

vibrate.
